Mozart’s beautiful Adagio is paired with Vincent Persichetti’s masterful Concerto for English Horn (1977), surrounded by two authentically English works:  Handel’s Concerto Grosso Op. 6 No. 6 plus the delightful English Suite by Hubert Parry.   While most classical music goers know of Mozart and Handel, the concert will be an introduction for some to the self described "graceful" and "gritty" style of 20th century American composer, Vincent Persichetti, whose fame draws from his church hymns.  Also featured is music from the Englishman Hubert Parry.  Preceding Persichetti, Parry similarly had early works that were considered innovative and avante garde.
