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PALO ALTO CHAMBER ORCHESTRA TO APPEAR ON FROM THE TOP

Episode airs on KDFC Sunday, March 7

The Palo Alto Chamber Orchestra will appear on an upcoming episode of From the Top, the hit NPR radio program featuring America’s best young classical musicians and hosted by acclaimed pianist Christopher O’Riley. Now celebrating its 10th Anniversary Season, From the Top is heard on nearly 250 stations nationwide and taped before live audiences around the country. Broadcast from Stanford University, the show airs nationally the week of March 1 and will air on KDFC 102.1 FM on Sunday, March 7 at 7pm and online at fromthetop.org.

 
Palo Alto Chamber Orchestra (PACO), under the direction of Benjamin Simon, is an award-winning youth orchestra for regional string musicians of high-school age and younger. The emphasis on chamber music uniquely sets PACO apart from other youth orchestras in the Bay Area and the nation and lies at the core of its educational success. The orchestra performed last June in the new Alice Tully Hall at Lincoln Center.

On the broadcast PACO performs Arcangelo Corelli’s Concerto Grosso, Op.6, No.8 in G minor (“Christmas Concerto”). Also appearing on the broadcast taped at Stanford University’s Dinkelspiel Auditorium are fellow Bay-area teens 16-year-old cellist Nathan Chan from Hillsborough, 16-year-old pianist Jade Huang from Granite Bay, and 13-year-old violinist Stephan Waarts from Los Altos. The episode also features From the Top alumnus double bassist Evan Premo and his wife soprano Mary Bonhag who perform an original voice and bass duo as part of the show’s 10th anniversary celebration.
For the past decade, From the Top has been the preeminent showcase for America’s best young musicians. Through award-winning NPR and PBS programs, online media, a national tour of live events, and education programs, From the Top shares the stories and performances of pre-collegiate musicians with millions each week.
